While there, Pastor Riggins 
our sending church pastor 
gave Tyler a book to read 
called I Dare You! by William 
H. Danforth.  God used that 
book to encourage him and 
rekindle Tyler’s desire to 
further his scientific 
knowledge so he can use it for 
God’s glory.
