Dumisani was a confident 

man. The people in his 
congregation called him the 
“Apostle.” He enjoyed this 
distinction and demanded much 
respect. One day he heard some 
fellow men talking about a radio 
program where a pastor was 
teaching the Bible in a way they 
had never heard before. This 
intrigued Dumisani and he tuned-in
to Vuma 103 FM. At first Pastor 
Dennis’s words angered the 
“Apostle”, but the truth of God’s 
Word convicted him. Dumisani 
called the man on the radio and 
asked to meet with him. Pastor 
Dennis began teaching not only 
Dumisani, but other Zulu pastors 
who had never heard sound Bible 
doctrine. For months this group of 
men have been growing in the 
Word of God.  Last month 
Dumisani went to Pastor Dennis, 
and said, “I need to go before my 
church and tell them that I am 
wrong. They should not call me the
‘Apostle.’ I understand now that 
what I have been preaching to 
them is not the truth. I must ask 
them to forgive me. Not only them,
Pastor Dennis, I must go on the 
radio with you and tell everyone 
that I was teaching false doctrine.” 
Zulu men are very proud. This was
a big step, something unheard of in
their culture. 

Pastor Dennis Nkosi is 
the senior pastor of Crossroads 
Community of Christ which 
currently meets in a community 
hall. They just purchased 
property right down from the 
hall, but they need help to raise 
$150,000 to build a church 
building.
